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POTTY BADGES!

Badges are these really cool rewards you get for doing something hard or helpful

or awesome.

Once Mom gave us badges for mailing her letters. Ramone's gotten badges for
saving animals, building hospitals, and flying around the world. And now your child

can earn badges for making on the potty!

Start by printing out the Potty Badges page and the Potty Chart.
The badge page has badges for the 6 steps for making on the potty:

1) Listen to your body. 2) Head to the potty. 3) Wait ‘til it comes.

4) Wipe. 5) Flush it away. 6) Wash your hands.

Color in the badges, and then cut them out along
the dotted lines. Now you're ready to help your
child earn some badges!

Talk with your child about doing those 6 steps for
making on the potty in order, one at a time.

Say to your child, “When you've done a step, you
get a badge for that step!” Tape or glue the
badge to the chart, in the badge-shaped space
with the right number.

When all 6 badges are on the chart in order,
tell your child:
“YOU'RE A POTTY SUPER STAR!”
