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Keeping a wildlife journal is a great way to build both observation and writing skills. You
don’t have to go far — you’d be surprised what is going on just outside your front door!

Directions:

Creating the Journal:
(You may want to ask an adult for some help.)

1. Fold several sheets of paper in half so that you
create a booklet.

. Bind the pages of your book by punching holes
along the left side and tying them together with
ribbon or string. Or unfold the booklet and staple
along the fold.

. Customize the journal by creating an illustration
on the cover.

Using the Journal:

1. Write the day’s date.
2. With a grown-up, go outside and walk in your yard or
a nearby park. Take notice of what you see.
